A. The revenue of the Association will include:
1. Membership/Subscription fees paid by affiliated associations, institutional members, and academies.
2. Entry fees paid by organizers of state championships or state-level tournaments.
3. Recognition fees paid by organizers of state championships, state-level tournaments, All India tournaments, or international tournaments.
4. Registration fees paid by organizers of state championships, state-level tournaments, All India tournaments, or international tournaments.
5. Other fees paid by organizers of state championships, state-level tournaments, All India tournaments, or international tournaments.
6. Fees for awarding certificates.
7. Registration fees from academies, arbiters, coaches, and organizers.
8. Fees received for services rendered or rights granted by the Association.
9. Contributions such as sponsorships.
10. Website promotion charges for Andhra Chess Association (apchess.org).
11. Interest earned on deposits.
12. Any other incidental or mandatory receipts related to the above.
13. Training fees or examination fees.
Note: Affiliation charges/renewal fees for districts, academies, and institutions will be as per the by-laws of the Association.
B. Entry Fee for Tournaments in Andhra Pradesh 
The maximum entry fee for all  state championships, including Blitz and Rapid events, is as follows:
· Non-FIDE State Championships:	
Normal Entry: ₹300
Special Entry (maximum): ₹1,000
· FIDE-Rated State Championships:
Normal Entry: ₹500
Special Entry: ₹1,000 or 1% of the prize fund, whichever is higher, subject to AICF regulations.
· Ranking Tournaments:
Special Entry (maximum): ₹500
· State Open Tournaments:
½% of the prize fund for one-day events, 1% for events lasting more than one day. For no prize money events maximum Rs. 500/-
· FIDE Rating Tournaments /National/International: as per AICF regulations.
· Other Tournament Selection Tournaments (participation of more than one district considered as State Open):  Maximum Entry Fee: ₹500
All players participating in official state championships must ensure their entry fee is paid to the Andhra Chess Association official account by their respective district association, affiliated unit, or individually, as mentioned in the championship prospectus. No entries will be accepted after the due date. Once paid, the entry fee is non-refundable.
C. Registration/Recognition/Other Fees for State, National, FIDE-Rated, or International Championships/Tournaments
Organizers of state, national, FIDE-rated, or international championships/tournaments must pay registration/recognition/other fees to the Association as per the rates below, along with the bid form, two months in advance. The President/Secretary may relax the time limit in special cases.
· All Official Championships (Open & Girls, separately, including Team, Blitz, and Rapid):
₹5,000 per category + 20% of entry fee receipts.
· AP Ranking Tournament (all categories):
₹5,000 + 20% of entry fee receipts.
· State Open (more than one district considered as State Open):
2% of the prize fund subject to minimum of ₹5,000.
· FIDE-Rated Tournaments, including International Tournaments:
2% of the prize fund.
· National Official Tournaments:
₹10,000.
Note: The registration fee paid of Rs. 5,000/- for non-FIDE state official championship & AP Ranking Tournament will be refunded after the tournament's completion.
D. Other Fees
· State Arbiter & State Coach Examination Fees:
Online: ₹1,000 per participant
Offline: ₹2,000 per participant
· CIS Trainer Course Fees:
Online: ₹1,000 per participant
Offline: ₹2,000 per participant
· CIS Student Examination Fee: ₹100
· CIS Trainer Remuneration:
₹2,500 per session for FI trainers, ₹1,500 for others (each session is 1.5 hours).
E. Prize Money & Player/Official Facilities for All State Championships/State Opens/FIDE-Rated/National Tournaments
1. Andhra Pradesh State Chess Championships (All Official Championships):
· Prize Money:
U7, U9, U11 (Boys & Girls): Minimum ₹10,000.
U13, U15, U17, U19, Amateur, Rapid, State Women: Minimum ₹30,000.
State Men and State Team: Minimum ₹50,000.
State Schools: Minimum of 2 entries to be awarded per category.
· ACA Entry Fee Share (Non-FIDE Events):
20% of the total entry fee to be paid by the organizer.
· Duration:
Non-FIDE Events: Minimum 3 days.
FIDE Events: Minimum 4 days.
· Venue:
Organizers must provide appropriate playing conditions per FIDE/AICF rules and regulations.
· Lodging:
Dormitory accommodation is mandatory for selected players.
· Boarding:
Organizers must provide lunch for players near the venue at their cost.
· Dress Code:
Organizers must provide two T-shirts (with Andhra Chess Association name and logo) to each selected player and the manager appointed by ACA. Special entries should receive T-shirts on payment.
· Travel Expenses:
Concessional train fare for selected players and the manager.
· Lump sum Grant:
₹500 to be given to selected players and the manager.
· Certificates:
Participation certificates must include details such as place, points secured, and signatures from ACA President/Secretary, Chief Arbiter, and the organizer (at least one original signature).
2. State Open Tournaments:
· Prize Money: Minimum ₹50,000.
· Venue: Must meet FIDE/AIC//ACA standards.
· Certificates: Same as for official championships.
3. FIDE/International/National Tournaments:	
Organizers must adhere to ACA/AICF/FIDE rules for these tournaments.
F. Registration Fees for Players, Arbiters & Coaches
1. Player Registration/Renewal Fee: ₹100 per year (April 1 to March 31).
2. Arbiter Registration Fee: ₹1,000 per year for qualified AICF/FIDE arbiters.
3. Coach Registration Fee: ₹1,000 per calendar year (to display contact information on the apchess.org website).
G. Reimbursement of Expenses to Office Bearers
Officials will be reimbursed for travel expenses (up to 3rd AC train fare) for journeys related to the Association’s championships, tournaments, meetings, or secretarial duties requiring their personal attendance.
H. Remuneration to Arbiters for Officiating
· State Official/State Open:
Chief Arbiter: ₹3,000/day
Deputy Chief Arbiter: ₹2,000/day
Assistant Arbiters: ₹1,500 /day
Note: FIDE-licensed arbiters who completed refresher course are required for FIDE-rated events.
I. Cash Incentives for Medal Winners in Official Championships
The Andhra Chess Association will award the following cash incentives for medal winners representing the Association:
1. National Champions: Gold ₹10,000, Silver ₹8,000, Bronze ₹6,000
2. Commonwealth Age Group: Gold ₹10,000, Silver ₹8,000, Bronze ₹6,000
3. Commonwealth Senior: Gold ₹20,000, Silver ₹15,000, Bronze ₹10,000
4. Asian Age Group: Gold ₹12,000, Silver ₹8,000, Bronze ₹6,000
5. Asian Chess Championship: Gold ₹25,000, Silver ₹20,000, Bronze ₹15,000
6. World Age Group: Gold ₹15,000, Silver ₹10,000, Bronze ₹8,000
7. World Junior Championship: Gold ₹20,000, Silver ₹15,000, Bronze ₹10,000
8. Women International Master: ₹20,000
9. International Master: ₹20,000
10. Women Grandmaster: ₹30,000
11. International Grandmaster: ₹30,000
J. Traveling Allowance for EC/GB Meetings
Travel expenses will be paid to ACA office bearers and one representative from each affiliated District Chess Association attending ACA Executive Committee meetings. The amount reimbursed will be equal to 3rd AC train fare with a minimum of ₹500.
